For the last 10 or so miles
you will cross three mountain ridges of which Shenandoah Mountain is the first. Beware of sharp hair pin
turns going up and down the mountains. When you get to the town of McDowell, turn left on Route 678
immedately before the small church. Proceed south on Route 678 for about 8.9 miles. The entrance to
the MRCC is on the right. Take the gravel road to the right of the Machen sign up to the conference
center.
